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Evaluate part quality

Moldflow Adviser makes it easy to
evaluate different gating scenarios
to see how it will impact your
manufacturing process and part
quality. Gate location can greatly
impact part quality, determining
weldline locations, potential air
traps and the overall warpage of the
part. Find the most appropriate gate
location and run a filling analysis to
give you more results related to part
quality. Review various results such
as; weldline locations, fill time, air trap
locations, sink marks, and volumetric
shrinkage.

Evaluate part design

Design Adviser is an analysis sequence
helping to analyze part design that could
cause potential problems such as thickness
variations, draft angles, and undercuts.
